Negatives Rules: Do and Be verbs
When using a negative, if there is another verb, you need to use a DO verb. 
(don’t, doesn’t, didn’t, won’t)
If there is not another verb, use only the BE verb. 
(I’m not, isn’t, aren’t, wasn’t, weren’t, won’t be) 

Examples with other verbs:
We don’t have enough money.  		She doesn’t usually come to school. 
My brother didn’t get that job. 		Some students won’t pass the test. 

Examples with only BE verbs:
I am not married.	 She isn’t from Minnnesota. 		My friends aren’t very nice. 	
We weren’t at home last night.       	He wasn’t tired after the game. 	  I won’t be late.
